Others may enter as a courtesy round. Fences: vertical rail with ground line rail. Height 1°6” [No flower boxes]
14 Mini Hunter — To be shown at a trot — controlled canter allowed. Open to Green Horse and/or Beginner Rider.
Fences: vertical rail with ground line rail. Height 1°6” [No flower boxes]
15 Mini Equitation — To be shown at a trot — controlled canter allowed. Open to Beginner Riders.
Others may enter as a courtesy round. Fences: vertical rail with flower box. Height 2’
